COURSE DESCRIPTION:  
 
Theatre 5946L is a graduate theatre practicum that fosters a “practice as research” 
approach to studying and practicing theatre. Students will engage in an approved 
practice-based project throughout the semester.  These activities may include, but not 
limited to, directing a scene or a fully produced production, devising a performance, or 
providing dramaturgy to a production team. THE 5946L builds on the experiences that 
the students gained through THE 5945L.
